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The Small Grants program seeks to provide seed money to help ‘jump start’ or complete high-impact, high-value projects that conserve and recover western native trout species.  Projects considered for funding may include riparian or instream habitat restoration; barrier removal or construction; population or watershed assessments needed for prioritization and planning; water leases or acquisitions to improve instream flows; and native trout-focused community outreach and education. Individual projects can be funded at a maximum of $3,000.  The Western Native Trout Initiative (WNTI) Steering Committee ranks projects on how well the application describes its intended impact on aquatic habitats or other actions that help conserve or raise awareness of native trout conservation. The project description section of the application lists the selection criteria for the Small Grants Program.  

Grant Application

Applications should not exceed 10 pages including support documents.  Incomplete applications will not be considered. Include the following:
· Completed Grant Application 
· Detailed Project Budget  
· Optional Attachments - Letters of support, photographs of project site, designs, maps, planning documents, permits, articles, scientific studies, etc.
Submission Instructions

· Combine all documents and attachments into a single .pdf file.  Number each page (no more than 10 pages total).
· File names should include the organization name followed by the submission date (Example: “Trout Friends 061717”)
· Submit electronically as an email attachment to Therese Thompson at tthompson@westernnativetrout.org.  Only electronic submissions will be accepted. 
Deadline

· Applications are due on June 16, 2017. Applications must be received by 5:00 pm Mountain Time.  

Reporting

· A several page report, with photos, is expected when the project is completed.  It should describe what was accomplished, how it was done, who was involved, along with before and after photographs of good quality.  We post our small grant reports on our website! 
Selection Process

· Grant applications will be reviewed by the WNTI Steering Committee at the WNTI July meeting.  Applicants will be notified as soon as final decisions are made.  Project funds are awarded on a reimbursable basis and must be expended by December 31, 2018.
